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GERAN WG3 would like to inform PTCRB and GCF CAG of the changes of test applicability for certain GPRS Tests.

Following several analyses done on the duplication of the conformance requirements between GPRS and EGPRS mirror tests (testing same conformance requirements, but on both technologies), it was identified that testing some of the requirements twice was not adding any value for MS supporting EGPRS.
The applicability of the identified GPRS tests has been modified in the applicability table in 51.010-2 in a way that:

· MS supporting GPRS only will have to execute GPRS tests,
· MS supporting EGPRS will have to execute the EGPRS mirror tests only.
The GPRS tests identified so far are:

· 41.1.1.2, 41.1.1.3 and 41.1.6 in “RR/Paging” section

· 41.2.3.1 to 41.2.3.11 (except 41.2.3.2), 41.2.5.1, 41.2.6.1 to 41.2.6.4 in “RR procedures on CCCH related to temporary block flow establishment” section.
GERAN WG3 would also like to inform that the other GPRS sections will be re-analysed and further tests might be identified and impacted in the same way during the next meetings. 

In order to ease EGPRS testing and not perform duplicate testing for EGPRS MS, GERAN WG3 would recommend both GCF and PTCRB to consider these modifications in their certification procedures and databases.
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
