	In the description of PACKET CS REQUEST message in 11.2.35, it is forbidden to set the establishment cause to value “request of SDCCH”. This restriction is ambiguous (not covered in necessary detail, also not covered in procedure description in sub-clause 8.9) and asymmetric (MT CS connection establishment does not have such restrictions). 

It should be in the control of the network to decide whether to allocate SDCCH only or assign DTM resources in such case – such configuration (TCH in signalling only mode + PDCH(s) is allowed).

The normal speech call setup with the enhanced DTM CS Establishment procedure already requires the network to support TCH in signalling only mode, because even when the MS request a normal MO call, the signalling of the call setup has to take place in TCH in signalling only mode (if the network doesn't support this, then there is no enhancement as SDCCH+PDCH(s) configuration doesn't exist). This holds for both MO and MT connections.

Currently, the establishment cause for location update is not explictly forbidden by 44.060. This is also contradictory because in practise location update is always performed on SDCCH.

NOTE: for MT case, there are no restriction in the type of allocated channel (and, of course, the MS doesn't send PACKET CS REQUEST but just gets PACKET CS COMMAND with DTM ASS CMD or IMM ASS inside). 

Without this CR it'd be totally possible for the user to receive a (MT) SMS during packet transfer without any interruption to PS traffic, but it would be not possible to send a (MO) SMS.
