Justification

The location method has been deployed and in use for GSM location by Carriers in the United States in accordance with the FCC mandate for Phase II E-911 services. Additionally, WLS is being evaluated by a number of carriers for use in commercial location-based services. The intent of this work item would be to standardize the existing technology, provide a mechanism for augmentation, and support the use of GSM network measurements in assisting UMTS location requests.

Objective

The objective of this study item is to include Wireless Location Signature (WLS) as a positioning methodology within the specifications.

The implementation will be an Serving Mobile Location Center (SMLC) based location service, leveraging information that currently exists in the Radio Resource Control (RRC), that interfaces to the network on the Lb interface (as described in the attached presentation).
