Introduction

This document briefly discusses the current status and recent progress in the A-GNSS work. It also proposes a way forward with this work item.
2
Current Status
In GERAN #31 the status report GP-061916 of work item GP-042677 “Toward A-GNSS concept” was presented. This status report outlines the adopted process to converge as follows: “In order to select the best option to include Galileo in RRLP a set of criteria has been proposed. The criteria as well as the associated weights are provided in the following table.” [2] This table is reproduced here as Table 1. 
The status report also states that : “The result will be discussed in GERAN2#31bis. The final conclusion on the choice between option A and B_rev1 is then expected in GERAN#32.” [2]

2.1
Evaluation

In accordance with this adopted process, a document G2-060357 “A-GNSS: Analysis of Changes on RRLP” was presented in GERAN2#31bis meeting. The document contains the above-mentioned analysis between option A and option B_rev1 and the ranking according to criteria in Table 1 is summarized in Table 2.

The overall performance of option B_rev1 appears to be better than the performance of option A based on the G2-060357, section 3.7.
2.2
Open Issues
Documents [3] and [4] raise some concerns and issues that need to be clarified with option B_rev1. These topics were discussed in a separate A-GNSS meeting during GERAN2#31bis and solutions agreed there has been included to the set of CRs submitted for GERAN#32 to introduce support for A-GNSS according to option B_rev1. Further, a separate document GP-062179 covering all the issues raised in [3] and [4] has been submitted for GERAN2#32. 
It can be concluded that the issues do not have impact on the process of selecting the baseline option for A-GNSS.

Proposal
As a conclusion Option B_rev1 appears on its whole as an appropriate solution for Galileo. The co-signers of this document propose that option B_rev1 will be chosen as the baseline solution for work item GP-042677 “Toward A-GNSS concept”. 
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
