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Introduction of CAMEL trigger points for PS Handover
1. Introduction

The introduction of CAMEL trigger points for PS Handover has been discussed and a CR to 3GPP TS 43.129 is presented for approval at this meeting (GP-062114).
It was however discovered (lately) that there exists a misalignment of the position of CAMEL trigger point C1 between the proposal for TS 43.129 and existing TS 23.060 in the case of Inter-RAT / Inter-SGSN UTRAN to GERAN A/Gb PS handover.
This is addressed in the present document.

2. Discussion
2.1 Inclusion of CAMEL trigger point C1 for PS Handover in TS 43.129 - figure 18
The CAMEL trigger point C1 is proposed to be included during the execution phase after sending of the Forward Relocation Complete Acknowledge to the new SGSN.

2.2 Location of CAMEL trigger point C1 for SRNS Relocation in TS 23.060 - figure 42
The CAMEL trigger point C1 is located just after receipt of Forward Relocation Response by the old SGSN concluding the relocation preparation phase.

2.3 Discussion

If GP-062114 is approved as proposed, this would require the old SGSN to implement differently the trigger point C1 depending on whether the relocation is executed as part of a (R99) legacy mobility procedure (e.g. inter-SGSN hard handover) or as part of a Rel-6 inter-RAT PS Handover procedure.
3. Conclusion

It is therefore proposed to align TS 43.129 onto TS 23.060 so that only the legacy implementation of trigger point C1 would be required in 3G SGSN and applicable as well in case of inter-RAT PS Handover.
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
