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	It has been considered worth allowing the target BSS to be able reject a non critical handover request (e.g. triggered for "traffic" or "better cell" reason) when radio resources in the target cell cannot be allocated for all the PFCs subject to handover.

This would avoid the source BSS to further cancel the handover for a packet session whose QoS could not be granted in the target cell due to lack of resources while the packet session could be carried on in the source cell (non critical handover), and would prevent the reservation of the corresponding radio resources in the target system, which is likely undergoing loaded conditions.
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	It is added that the target BSS may choose to terminate a PS Handover Request procedure if it cannot allocate resources for one or several of the PFCs requested in the PS Handover Request message while the associated cause value indicates a non-critical PS handover.
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	In case of non critical handover of a packet session whose QoS could not be granted in the target cell due to lack of resources while the packet session could be carried on in the source cell, the target system would have to unnecessarily allocate radio resources while the source BSS would further cancel the handover. This would further impact users' service perception.

5.4.1
General

The target BSS may reject the use of the PS Handover procedure in case it cannot allocate resources for all of the PFCs requested in the PS Handover Request message, or if it cannot allocate resources for one or several of the PFCs requested in the PS Handover Request message when the cause value indicates a non-critical PS handover. In this case no MS context will be established in the target BSS and no resources will be allocated. The target BSS will send a PS Handover Request Negative Acknowledge message to the new SGSN causing the new SGSN to release any allocated resources (e.g. P-TMSI, MS ass message to the new SGSN causing the new SGSN to release any allocated resources (e.g. P-TMSI, MS associated contexts) related to the specific MS. The signalling procedure for the Inter-SGSN HO Reject is shown in clause 5.4.2. Similar procedures are used in the other handover cases.
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
