Abstract of document:

Reducing latency in the radio access network will enable decreased round trip times (RTT) in both ideal and non-ideal radio conditions. The reduced latency WI would make it possible to provide low-delay services otherwise not feasible in GERAN (e.g. conversational services such as VoIP and gaming applications) by utilising efficient RLC re-transmission schemes.  In addition, it also makes applications having many client/server interactions faster. A shorter RTT would also increase the throughput for TCP based services.
