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1 Introduction 
The applicability of MSR requirements in terms of multi-RAT and MSR single RAT requirements has been extensively discussed in previous RAN4 meetings [1,2,3,4,5,6,7]. In this paper, we elaborate more on GSM single RAT requirements and identify relevant parts of TS 45.005 [8] as candidates for GSM single RAT requirements for MSR.
2 Discussion
A number of requirements such as spurious emission, out-of-band blocking, receiver spurious emission etc. have already been identified as multi-RAT requirements and thus no additional single RAT requirements are needed for those cases. For many multi-RAT requirements, GSM will also benefit from limits based on scenarios not covered in the existing GSM specifications, such as the inclusion of modulated and wideband interferers.
Since TS45.005 [8] contains not only requirements for normal BTS, but also for other BS classes and for UEs, it is difficult to easily identify the candidate single-RAT requirement by simple references. For the present contribution, the proposed MSR single-RAT requirements are instead identified through the attached copy of the most recent version of TS 45.005, where the requirements concerned are marked yellow. 

The intention with the proposed set of GSM single RAT requirements as discussed in [9] is to ensure that not only the migration scenarios towards mixed RAT are supported by MSR, but also that the integrity of the single RAT GSM operation is maintained.

It is also proposed that all MSR single RAT requirements should in general be handled through references to the corresponding specifications. To enable such an approach for GSM, we encourage RAN4 to prepare an LS to GERAN, kindly asking for inclusion of a solution in TS 45.005 that would facilitate simple referencing to the relevant MSR single RAT requirements in TS 45.005.
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
