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1.  Description

TSG GERAN WG1 would like to thank TSG RAN WG4 for providing the information about the progress in TSG RAN4 regarding the WI MSR BS. From the provided information TSG GERAN WG1 has noted that the TS 37.104 is under revision control and despite the amount changes at the last meetings the TS seems to reach  a stable state. TSG GERAN WG1 also noted the good progress on the TS 37.141 and appreciates the cooperation in the early phase of the specification work. An updated version of the TR 37.900 was provided for review including valuable new section on test configurations intended for inclusion in TS 37.141 but still under development. In addition the EMC specification TS 37.113 was provided as attachments for information. 
TSG GERAN WG1 has reviewed the attached CRs to 37.104 v9.0.0, the changes in TS 37.141 and in TR 37.900 related BC2 but focussing on the issues listed in the action section of LS. The TS 37.113 was not reviewed. 
2.  Response to the requested actions

TSG GERAN WG1 has reviewed the provided documents, with focus on the issues listed in the LS for endorsement. The following findings were agreed by TSG GERAN WG1:
ACTION: 
1)
the two CRs in R4‑100407 and R4-100574 were reviewed. TSG GERAN WG1 endorses the proposals. 

2)
all recent changes in the GERAN-related parts of the MSR test specification version TS 37.141 v0.3.0 were reviewed. Specifically, the listed issues for possible endorsements and comments were discussed in more detail with the following outcome concerning test requirements for Band Category 2 (GSM bands): 

· 4.6
Manufacturer’s declarations of regional and optional requirements
GERAN WG1 endorses the text except for 4.6.4 and 4.6.5, where a view was expressed that additional information is requested on the manufacturer declaration of co-existence and co-location with not listed systems, e.g. CDMA. This company has indicated it will provide input to the next RAN WG4 meeting to address this issue. 
· 4.7
Manufacturer’s declarations of supported RF configurations
GERAN WG1 endorses the text.
· 4.8
MSR test configurations
GERAN WG1 endorses the text but emphasize that when defining the still unresolved TC4a and TC4b the most stringent configurations should be considered, e.g. configurations using close to declared maximum number of carriers in the declared maximum BS RF bandwidth and/or maximum Transmit Filter bandwidth. Although GERAN has not agreed a proposal on the GSM carrier frequency spacings for TC 4, carrier spacings should be selected larger or equal to the minimum spacing of 600 kHz
· 6.6
Unwanted emissions
GERAN WG1 endorses the text.
3)
all GERAN-related parts of the updated MSR work item TR 37.900 v1.3.0 regarding recent changes were reviewed, but only updated sections requested for endorsement and the new section 9.1 concerning requirements for Band Category 2 (GSM bands) were reviewed in more detail:
· 6.6.1.2
Application of necessary bandwidth
GERAN WG1 endorses the text.

· 6.6.1.4.2
Requirement for Band Category 2 (UEM)
GERAN WG1 endorses the text.
· 9.1

BS test configurations
GERAN WG1 endorses the text bearing in mind that this section is not finalized in all details and may be subject to changes at coming meetings before inclusion in TS 37.141, GERAN endorses the structure and believe that tests are covering the GSM/EDGE aspects sufficiently.
TSG GERAN WG1 is looking forward to continuing information exchange related to BC2 with TSG RAN WG4. 
3.  Actions
TSG GERAN WG1 kindly asks TSG RAN and RAN WG4 to take the statements and comments given above into consideration in the work on the Technical Report and the corresponding Technical specifications.
