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1. Introduction
In TSG GERAN, a work item called “Enhancements of Iur-g interface“(GP-101955, enclosed) has recently been agreed. This work item aims at introducing an interface directly between a TD-SCDMA RNC and a BSC operating in A/Gb mode. This interface will e.g. be used for improving the performance when doing a relocation from a TD-SCDMA RNC to a BSC.
2. Discussion
An Iur-g interface between a TD-SCDMA RNC and a BSC is expected to be used only on markets where encryption is not used. It has therefore been discussed by TSG GERAN WG2 to agree a working assumption stating that there is no requirement to be able to initiate encryption in the target GSM network in connection with a relocation from a TD-SCDMA RNC to a BSC making use of the Iur-g interface. Before agreeing such a working assumption, TSG GERAN WG2 would, however, like to have the view from TSG SA WG3 if such a working assumption can be seen as acceptable from their point of view.
