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New Work Item Description on Introduction of ER-GSM band for GSM-R
1. Description:

TSG GERAN WG1 would like to inform TSG RAN WG4 about an ongoing activity on the inclusion of the ER-GSM band into GERAN specifications (see enclosed Work Item in GP-111468).

The trigger point for this new band is the ECC Decision ECC/DEC/(04)06 on the availability of frequency bands for the introduction of Wide Band Digital Land Mobile PMR/PAMR in the 400 MHz and 800/900 MHz. This decision allows national regulators to allocate the band [873-876] / [915-918] MHz to railway operators, based on national possibilities and national market demands.
While it is legitimate to include this frequency band into the 3GPP GERAN specifications for harmonization purpose following the ECC Decision and as advised by ETSI TC MSG in its LS TO GERAN (see GP-111071), GERAN first would like to make sure that the existing services largely deployed in the E-GSM band will not be impacted, and that the specification of the core radio requirements minimize the impact on the performance of existing neighbouring networks, especially 3GPP systems in E-GSM band.

GERAN will investigate which RF requirements for this ER-GSM band are suitable to minimize the potential impacts to existing GERAN systems in the E-GSM band, as well as ensuring a robust operation of the ER-GSM equipments in the ER-GSM band.
As some other 3GPP systems described in specifications under RAN4’s responsibility are also allowed in the E-GSM band (band VIII), RAN4 might also want to investigate which RF requirements for this ER-GSM band are suitable to minimize the potential impacts to UTRA/E-UTRA systems while operating in the E-GSM band (band VIII).

2. Actions:

TSG GERAN WG1 kindly asks TSG RAN WG4 to take the information above into consideration to indicate in return if they see a necessary investigation is to be done on their side.
