1. The transport of how many different service identifiers will need to be supported?

GERAN response to question 1: It is assumed that one octet, which provides 256 service identifiers, is considered to be sufficient.

2. Does TSG GERAN intend to standardise the services to be identified, or should service definition be up to operator policy, or does GERAN intend to standardise some services but allow for additional services to be defined by operators?

According to the objectives of SIRIG BB in GERAN2, it is not necessary to standardize the services to be identified in GERAN. On this basis, GERAN2 expects all service type definitions be configurable by the network operator.
