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1. Overall Description:

TSG GERAN has discussed the existing rules for inheritance of individual or dedicated priorities at inter-RAT cell change and has approved the attached CR to specify that priorities shall be inherited at inter-RAT handover, as well as at inter-RATcell selection and cell reselection.
In packet transfer mode in GERAN, autonomous reselection may be permitted; the approved CR ensures that the mobile station has individual priorities immediately after handover and can take these into account in the reselection algorithm. Other scenarios where the CR provides benefits are identified in the cover sheet.

TSG GERAN understands that these issues may apply in UTRAN and E-UTRAN.

TSG GERAN further notes that currently in E-UTRAN, dedicated priorities are deleted on RRC Connection establishment, preventing inheritence of priorities at inter-RAT handover from E-UTRAN. TSG GERAN therefore kindly requests RAN2 to consider permitting a UE to maintain dedicated priority information at RRC Establishment.
