1. Overall Description:

TSG GERAN has discussed the discrepancies in signalling formats for dedicated/individual priorities in GERAN, UTRAN and E-UTRAN. It has further noted that the existing specifications implicitly require a mobile station to store and process an unbounded amount of priority information.
To address this, GERAN has endorsed the following proposed limits for priority information:

If the mobile station receives priority information exceeding these limits, it may discard the received priority information and any stored dedicated priority information.
To ensure reasonable and consistent implementation, TSG GERAN considers that such limits should be harmonized in specifications for GERAN, UTRAN and E-UTRAN, since dedicated priority information is 'inherited' at inter-RAT cell change.
TSG GERAN therefore kindly request TSG RAN WG2 to consider the above and to provide feedback on the proposed limits.

(It should be noted that due to the existing signalling restrictions in GERAN, changes to the proposed limits for GSM priority information above would have no impact on the GSM specifications)
