1. Approval of Agenda

2. Work Plan
Ms. Julie presented “Work plan of SI “Study of Power Saving for MTC Devices” (uPoD)”, sourced SI Rapporteur.

3. Technical Report
Ms. Julie presented “Draft TR 43.869 GERAN Study on Power Saving for MTC Devices v020”, sourced SI Rapporteur.

Comments/Questions: 

Ericsson mentioned that NN agreed to give comments on the TR in this telco according to the GERAN#63 G1 meeting minutes. NN replied that the modification of the TR is just that they want to clarify.

Com-Research asked the relationship between Cellular IoT and uPoD, and Ericsson answered that Cellular IoT focus on the coverage enhancement.

NN mentioned that in Table 4 RACH access is access burst but other procedure is normal burst, so the time duration of RACH access should be clarified. Ericsson agreed to offer it.

Conclusion: 

The document was noted.

4. Common Assumptions
Ms. Liu Lei presented “pCR 43.869 Introduction of Reference Case in Packet Transfer Mode”, sourced Huawei
Reference case in packet idle mode has been agreed to be involved in the TR in GERAN#63 meeting. And a subsection about reference case in packet transfer mode has been reserved in the TR to be complemented. This pCR introduces the reference case in packet transfer mode.
Comments/Questions: 

Ericsson asked why there aren’t light sleep and deep sleep in the reference case in transfer mode.

Com-Research suggested to merge the subsection of packet transfer mode and packet idle mode, and China Mobile suggested classify the energy consumption by different procedures such as RAU etc.

Huawei answered above two comments and questions:

1) Light sleep is related with the duration of the data transmission, so the reference case doesn’t include light sleep. And in the existing mechanism, MS should monitor scheduling information in packet transfer mode, so deep sleep should not be included.

2) The actions for MS in packet idle mode and packet transfer mode are different, such as measurement frequency.

Summary: 

The document was noted. Need more discussions.
Mr. Ravitej Ballakur presented “MS energy consumption model Evaluation for RAU”, sourced Ericsson
With a primary objective of exploring different possible options for power saving in case of MTC devices, a new study item on “Power Saving for MTC Devices” was agreed in GERAN #60. Also another paper on MS energy consumption model was presented in GERAN#63. The intention of this paper is to give more details on the sequential energy consumption for doing a RAU procedure.
Comments/Questions: 

Huawei, NN and Com-Research think deep sleep should not be included in the RAU procedure, because MS need to monitor schedule information when TBF exists. 

Huawei wasn’t agreed the measurement energy consumption calculation, because they think that measurement frequency in packet transfer mode and packet idle mode is different.

Com-Research and China Mobile suggest combine some similar rows into one row to make the table more clearly.

Ericsson’s feedback to above questions and comments:
1) Ericsson agreed to check it again.

2) Ericsson thinks the number of neighbour cells is the same in transfer mode and idle mode, but the frequency of measurement needs check.

3) Ericsson agreed to update.
