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Introduction
At PCG#35 it was decided to close TSG GERAN, and to move the responsibilities of GERAN1 and GERAN2 to a newly created working group RAN6, and the responsibilities of GERAN3new to RAN5 [1]. A timeline for this transition following completion of GERAN Release 13 normative work was agreed, where TSG RAN#71 in March 2016 is expected to; 
· approve a new Terms of Reference (ToR) for RAN6,
· approved an updated ToR for RAN5, and,
· endorse an update of the RAN ToR taking the updated RAN5 and new RAN 6 ToRs into account.
To facilitate this process below is a draft RAN6 ToR and a proposed name of the new WG presented for early consideration. It will be presented for information at GERAN#78 and RAN#70. 
Proposal
As the new WG will deal with GERAN only matters, it is proposed that the WG is named “RAN6 – GERAN”. If, in the future, the responsibilities of RAN6 are expanded, then the name can be updated to reflect the new responsibilities given to the WG.
Below is a new draft RAN6 ToR. This proposal is based on the current GERAN ToR [2], and adapted to the style used in current RAN WGs. Compared to the GERAN ToR, responsibilities concerning terminal testing and liaising with other TSGs has been removed. One new sentence has been added in the seventh bullet to capture the work GERAN are doing on location services. 
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Within the scope of TSG RAN, RAN WG6 is responsible for the development of specifications dealing with GSM/EDGE Radio Access Network (GERAN) aspects, and interfaces.

Specifically RAN WG6 is responsible for:
· RF aspects of GERAN,
· GERAN Radio Layer 1 specification,
· GERAN Radio Layer 2 specification,
· GERAN Radio Layer 3 RR specification,
· A interface specification, Gb interface specification, 
· Internal GERAN interface specifications such as Abis, and Ater (Channel Codec Unit-Transcoder and Rate Adapter Unit),
· GERAN functionality related to the support of location services,
· Conformance test specifications for testing of all aspects of GERAN base stations,
· Specifications for GERAN radio performance and RF system aspects, and,
· GERAN specific operation and maintenance specifications for the nodes in the GERAN.
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
