4. Approval of report

The report SMG7 GPRS TDoc 109 from SMG7 GPRS drafting session #18 was approved.

5. Information

Organisation

SMG does not exist any more. Almost all SMG work has been transferred to 3GPP.

Within ETSI a new TC called MSG (Mobile Standards Group) has been created. MSG has mainly one objective. That is to transpose the 3GPP GSM and UMTS specifications into ETSI deliverables. MSG is also responsible for writing Harmonised Standards.

Within 3GPP a new TSG with the name GERAN (GSM EDGE Radio Access Network) has been created. The work of SMG2 and SMG7 has been transferred to GERAN. The other SMG subgroups had in practice already been merged with other 3GPP groups. GERAN will have 4 working groups called WG1, WG2 etc. WG1 corresponds to SMG2 WPB (radio), WG2 corresponds to SMG2 WPA (protocol), WG3 corresponds to SMG2 WPC (base station) and WG4 corresponds to SMG7.

WG4 will probably continue with the same organisation as SMG7, i.e. two subgroups (RF and signalling) plus informal ad-hoc groups like ASCI, GPRS and EDGE. This means that the GPRS work will go on as before but with new names. The main difference is that the CRs that are approved in WG4 will take a new formal route before final approval.

Documents

As a result of the organisational change all new documents will be stored on the 3GPP server instead of the ETSI server. The GPRS documents will be stored in the directory http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/TSG_GERAN/Wg4/GPRS_activities/ All old documents will remain on the ETSI server.

In the document header the document shall follow the following naming principle TDoc G4 GPRS-00xxxx where 00 is the year and xxxx the TDoc number. When the GPRS documents are stored on the server the following file naming practice will be used: G4G00xxxx.zip

The GPRS group will not use revision numbers in the file names any more. If a document is revised, then it will also get a new TDoc number. 

Mailing lists

All mailing lists have been renamed. E.g. SMG7_GPRS will be called 3GPP_TSG_GERAN_WG4_GPRS. You do not have to do anything in order to receive mails on the same lists as before. When you send GPRS mails you shall use the new name 3GPP_TSG_GERAN_WG4_GPRS@list.esti.fr.

Specifications

New updated GSM specifications are from now on stored at the 3GPP server instead of the ETSI server. The URL is: http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/GSM/
Note also that from now on version 9 is the only version of 11.10 that will be updated. All the other versions are frozen.

Later on all GSM specifications will be renumbered with new numbers and versions. This is, however, probably only valid for release 2000 and onwards.
