EGPRS Test Mode

Discussion has started on the definition of an EGPRS test mode to facilitate the RF testing. There are two proposals which will be considered by delegates before the next meeting. A teleconference to discuss the EGPRS test mode has been scheduled for 27 October.

COMPACT Test Cases

UWCC PDFG has been disbanded, but Nokia has volunteered to prepare the COMPACT test cases.

The authors of the COMPACT test cases do not plan to present their papers at TSG GERAN WG4 EDGE in person. They will be presented by the Nokia delegate to TSG GERAN WG4 EDGE.

TSG GERAN WG4 EDGE does not have sufficient expertise in COMPACT to review all test cases in detail. However, delegates at TSG GERAN WG4 EDGE will forward any test cases submitted by Nokia to the appropriate experts in their companies.

To allow companies adequate time to prepare their responses, it was agreed that COMPACT test cases would be presented at a TSG GERAN WG4 EDGE meeting at least one month before being presented at TSG GERAN WG4.

The COMPACT test cases presented at TSG GERAN WG4 will be sourced Nokia, not TSG GERAN WG4 EDGE. 

Signalling Test Cases

A start has been made on the EGPRS default conditions (section 40), however there is no further activity on signaling test cases. The present delegates to the EDGE workshop are RF experts and are not qualified to prepare signaling test cases. Companies are asked to consider their needs for signaling test cases and to supply resource for this task.

700MHz

Test cases produced so far do not include the 700MHz band. The group wishes to ask TSG GERAN WG4 if there is a general activity to update GSM 11.10 to include GSM700 (in a similar manner to the way GSM400 and PCS1900 have been introduced)?

Future Meetings

The next EDGE workshop meeting will align with the next TSG GERAN WG4 meeting. It will be a three day meeting. The dates and venue need to be confirmed. Ilya Gonorovsky (Motorola) will act as chairman.
