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The current set of tests covers class C mobiles.

It has been discussed the possibility of making a "GPRS only mobile". This is a limited class C mobile i.e. a mobile that is not capable of circuit switched services. In the current version of the core specifications "GPRS only mobiles" are not mentioned. It is very unclear what are the mandatory features in a mobile.

From a testing point of view the complications with a "GPRS only mobile" are mainly related to the RF tests. Thetests for GPRS mobiles are in addition to the circuit switched tests. It is believed that the radio parts that are used for GPRS are the same as those used for circuit switched therefore feature testing is not duplicated. If a mobile is not able to perform circuit switched services , new GPRS  RF tests have to be developed .

Note also that there does not exist a harmonised standard for GPRS only mobiles. This has to be defined or the manufacturer will have to do a self declaration.
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
