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Section 28.1 General states, " It is assumed that the MS has passed the tests of section 29 before these tests are performed. All the tests are performed using valid SETUP messages as defined in section 29."

1) Why is it necessary to use an MS that supports RLP for these test cases? If this is the case, should this be indicated in the applicability table?

2)   How can these tests be performed using valid SETUP messages as defined in section 29, when there are no Layer 3 SETUP messages defined in section 29? 
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
