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change:

It has been noted that there are a few areas in the current version of section 40 that need to be discussed:

There does not seem to be enough space in PSI2 (instance 1) to accommodate the PGSM frequency list described in ‘Bitmap 0’ format.  An economical solution would be to increase the number of instances and change the frequency format for PGSM. With format 128 it would be possible to fit the PSI broadcast information into two instances (for the higher layer defaults) and three instances (for the lower layer defaults).

Secondly there isn’t a statement within the 41.010 on which PSI messages are broadcast at the ‘Higher Rate’ and which PSI messages are broadcast at the ‘Lower Rate’.

Finally there are a number of default messages within section 40 which are insufficient for use within test case sequences. At times there is not enough details and at others the details supplied are inconsistent with the sequence.  These messages, if used, should not be forcing MS functionality that is not specified in the original ‘Test Purpose’. Also assignments should be described in such a ways as to be appropriate for any channel configuration being used by the test case.
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
