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Object : Guidance to write and check CRs for 51-010 documents .

Introduction :

51.010-1 is a multi-release document . 

This means that the Tests specified in it are 

· either common to all Core Specification Releases, 

· or the differences are identified inside the tests when it is not possible to make a common test  , 

· or some tests are only applicable to some releases (identified in the Applicability Table) .

This means that the latest version of 51-010-1 is able to test mobiles implemented according to GSM Phase 2, R96, R97, R98, R99 , Rel-4 , and later Rel-5 .

This means that there is only one up-to-date version of the Tests Specification Documents at a certain date .

 Specific guidance for filling CRs Headers  :  

1) Current Version field : The CR shall be drafted against the latest available Version of 51-010-1 in the latest “tested” Release . 

2) Release Field : shall indicate this latest “tested” Release (currently Rel-4) .
3) Title field : Example : 46.2.2.4.1 - Response from MS on receiving XID

request from the SS" –increase the delay . 

4) Category field : F(correction of the tests ) , C (modification of the test)  , D (Editorial) , B (Addition of a test) , A (should never be used , only one Release is valid and up-to-date) .

Specific guidance to check the validity of the CR :

1) The test affected is theoretically valid for all Releases, thus the CR shall be valid for all Releases , or shall include the necessary differences . (except if the CR is there to introduce differences !)

2) When a CR is on the applicability or PICS/PIXIT section in the test , the corresponding CR shall be brought in the Applicability table , and PICS/PIXIT annexe , and PICS document .

3) When the CR is an addition of test, the corresponding CR on the Applicability Table , PICS/PIXIT annexe and PICS document shall be brought . As well, all necessary updates to general sections as Default Message Content or Generic Procedure shall be brought with or within the CR . 
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How to create CRs using this form:

Fill out the above form. The symbols above marked (
 contain pop-up help information about the field that they are closest to.

2)
Obtain the latest version for the release of the specification to which the change is proposed. Use the MS Word "revision marks"  feature (also known as "track changes") when making the changes. All 3GPP specifications can be downloaded from the 3GPP server under ftp://www.3gpp.org/specs/ For the latest version, look for the directory name with the latest date e.g. 2000-09 contains the specifications resulting from the September 2000 TSG meetings.

3)
With "track changes" disabled, paste the entire CR form (use CTRL-A to select it) into the specification just in front of the clause containing the first piece of changed text.  Delete those parts of the specification which are not relevant to the change request.
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
