3. Part 1 Change requests:

Tdoc G4-010013- CR to 51.010-1 on Artificial Ear - A3.2.8 -   acoustic measurements illustrated - was accepted as submitted.

Tdoc G4-010069 Reduction of Resolution Bandwidth for 13.5 was discussed. The problem described was fully accepted, because it is technically impossible to perform the measurements as described in 50.010. The Tdoc. was revised  ( as Tdoc. G4-010170 ) and accepted to exclude those parts of the requirements, which are not feasible. Futhermore the RF subgroup was of the opinion, that the original requirement to check the first intermodulation product is essential. To do so the core spec. 5.05 needs updating. A liason statement  ( Tdoc. G4-010172 ) to 3 GPP GERAN WG 1 was drafted, to clearify this issue. 
It was also agreed, that if the first intermodulation product will be measured, the MS manufacturers need a certain transition period, till the requirement  comes into effect.

During discussion of  Tdoc G4-010133 and as a result of the presentation of Tdoc. G4-010111 it became apparent, that the applicability sections for test cases 13.16 xxx and 22.4 need clarification. All tests are applicable only for GPRS MS supporting multislot operation on the uplink  rather than any GPRS MS supporting multislot operation.
Tdoc G4-010133 was rewritten and approved to cover the changes to the applicability table in section 3.2.2. A new Tdoc. G4-010168 was generated to cover the changes in the applicability subsections of the tests of chapter 13.16.xx.

Mr. Stolle to consider these changes in 51.010 part 2.
