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The GERAN #6 decision is that the responsibility for mobile station testing shall be split between WG4 and WG5. WG4 is responsible for testing of radio aspects and WG5 for protocol layers. It is also stated in the terms of reference that radio aspects include RLC/MAC. It is, however, not quite clear what is included in RLC/MAC and besides the test specifications are not structured in a way that a clean split of responsibility can be made between WG4 and WG5. The following table proposes how the responsibility for the test specifications can be divided following the principle split that was decided by GERAN.
