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Report of the RIM/NACC drafting session

02-03.03.2004 Munich
The drafting session was held in Munich on 02-03.03.2004 in Munich.

The attending companies were: Ericsson, Nokia, Nortel Networks, Siemens, Vodafone (only day 1).

During the meeting the following decisions were taken:

1. It is agreed that the RAN-Information-Request procedure includes the RI answering to the RIR

2. If the serving BSS is not able to answer the request, e. g. because the application is deactived by O&M, RIR shall be answered with a RI-End

3. Add a chapter 8c.1.7 specifying

· A Controlling BSS may be a Controlling RNS. But till now no Serving RNS

· But the reporting cell is always a GERAN Cell and addressed as such

· Move the sentence in 8c.1.3 into this chapter

4. an invalid Container Unit in RIR/RI will be signaled with a RI/RI-ACK with a new Application Error Container rather than with a RIE

5. Everyone is invited to propose “NACC Causes” for the new Application Error Container sub-clause 11.64a.1

6. RI-U: Nokia has to provide a concept paper explaining the use of the message with a detailed content of the message (SCId, DCId, CU content) and which actions it triggers and the gain of this solution (in messages per sec or kbps) Cut over of cells at the Controlling BSS requires the BSS to send RIR-STOP, followed by a new RIR with a new SCId see section 8c.2.5 of the rev3 of the CR. Cutover of cells in the Serving BSS are handled using the RI-END

7. Use rather the notion of context than association

8. Make some common chapters for the building of the messages

9. A new message RAN Application Error (and a new procedure) is defined to signal Application Error Container in the RI answering a RIR to the Serving BSS. This PDU shall contain the Application Error CU. It shall be acked on request or answered with RIE in case of RIM Error

10. The same at RIM layer: the Controlling BSS may send an unsolicited RIE (without ack)

11. Spontaneous RIE on erroneous RI-ACK is possible

Further the handing of a RIR PDU addressed to a RNC is not clear: this cannot be defined in the TS 48.018 which relates to BSS. Particularly the error handling needs to be specified. Should a new specs be created ? In any case which is the procedure to agree the specs between RAN3 and GERAN ? 
AI: Siemens shall ask RAN3 chairman.
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
