	A TFI is practically associated with the PDCHs used for the TBF corresponding to that TFI. The Global TFI is supposed to identify unambiguously a mobile station by employing either the uplink or the downlink TFI of that mobile station. A “matching” Global TFI is a Global TFI corresponding to the TFI of the mobile station for that direction. It is not clear from the specification whether the mobile station is supposed to react to a “matching” Global TFI when this is sent on a timeslot not corresponding to the PDCHs over which that TFI is used.
An example of this ambiguity follows. 

Let us assume that the MS has

· a DL TBF on timeslot 4 & 5 with TFI = 11

· an UL TBF on timeslot 5 with TFI = 8

The MS detects on timeslot 4 a Global UL TFI = 8

It is not clear from the specification whether the MS is supposed to react to this Global TFI or not
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	It is clarified that the mobile station shall react to a Global TFI sent on a given timeslot only when that timeslot corresponds to a PDCH used for the TBF to which that TFI value is associated.

Temporary Flow Identity

Each TBF is assigned a Temporary Flow Identity (TFI) by the network. The mobile station shall assume that the TFI value is unique among concurrent TBFs in the same direction (uplink or downlink) on all PDCHs used for the TBF. The same TFI value may be used concurrently for TBFs on other PDCHs in the same direction and for TBFs in the opposite direction.

An RLC/MAC block associated with a certain TBF shall comprise a TFI. The TBF is identified by the TFI together with, in case of a RLC data block, the direction (uplink or downlink) in which the RLC data block is sent; and in case of a RLC/MAC control message, the direction in which the RLC/MAC control message is sent and the message type.

Global_TFI is used to unambiguously identify the mobile station in packet transfer mode, MAC-Shared state or MAC-DTM state within an uplink or downlink RLC/MAC control message. If present, the Global TFI addresses the MS using either an uplink TFI or downlink TFI of the MS. Which TFI is used is at the discretion of the sender except where explicitly defined by procedure. The MS shall react to a Global_TFI only when it is sent on a timeslot corresponding to a PDCH that is used for the TBF to which that TFI value is associated.
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
