TRANSPORTATION INFORMATION

Sheraton Xi’an Hotel is located near the West Gate of Xian's City Wall and just minutes from the centre of the city. The Sheraton Xi’an Hotel is just 45 km from Xi’an Xianyang International Airport. 
We recommend getting a taxi for transportation from the airport to the hotel:

Taxi
Please follow the signs for taxi at the airport. The journey will take about 45 minutes depending on traffic. The rate is about ￥100 (about  €9).

Taxis in Xian are plentiful and all metered. It’s easy to hail. Fares vary depending on the size of the vehicle. Generally most taxis charge a base fee of ￥6 for 3km, with ￥1.5 for each additional kilometer.

The cultural and historical significance of Xi’an, as well as the abundant relics and sites, help Shaanxi enjoy the laudatory title of 'Natural History Museum'.

Big Wild Goose Pagoda, situated in the Da Ci'en Temple, is one of the famous Buddhist pagodas in China about 4 kilometers from the urban center. It was finished in 652 A.D. Its five storeys are 60 meters in height. The decay of the earth-cored pagoda caused the new construction of a 10-storey pagoda from 701 to 704. However, the winds of war, in the years to come, reduced the pagoda almost to ruins, which in turn resulted in the construction of a 7-storeyed, 64-meter-high structure today.
The Bell Tower is known as the symbol of Xi'an. Its history can be traced back to the Ming dynasty. Each Ming city had a bell tower and a drum tower. The bell was sounded at dawn and the drum at dusk. The tower has a square-shaped brick platform, each side of which is 35.5 meters (116 feet) long and 8.6 meters (28 feet) high and on the top is a triple-eaved, two-storey wooden structure with carved beams and color-painted rafters, a further 27.4 meters (90feet) high. Colorful dougong -- a unique Chinese architecture of brackets inserted on the top of columns and crossbeams strengthen the building and enhance the artistic. The design of this kind is also perceptible from the engravings on bronze wares dating back to the Warring States Period (475-221 B.C.). The inside is remarkable as an example of the very intricate roof truss system used in Ming and Qing wooden architecture. In a corner of the brick platform is a Ming-period bell.
· Famous sites outside city
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The Museum of Terra Cotta Warriors and Horses is praised as 'the eighth major miracle of the world', the underground army of terracotta warriors. This vast treasure lies 35 kilometres (20 miles) east of Xi'an, at the foot of Lishan Mountain. In 1974, peasants digging a well uncovered these life-size figures of horses and warriors. According to historic surveys, a splendid necropolis apparently depicting the whole of China in miniature is center under the 47-metre-high (154 ft) mound. The necropolis itself is said to be immense in size.
About 80 kilometers west of Xi'an situated on Liangshan Hill, Qian Ling was the joint tomb of Emperor Tang Gaozong (Li Zhi, 628 A.D.-683 A.D.) and Empress Wu Zetian (624 A.D.-705 A.D.), the only Empress in Chinese history. Located on Liangshan, Qianling Tomb was built in 684 AD. According to the records the inner city, about 240 square meters, followed the rectangular layout of Chang'an city with four gate on each side named clockwise: the Phoenix in the south, the Tortoise north, the Black Dragon east and the White Tiger west. The city comprises the inner city and the outer. Many splendid buildings such as dedicatory halls and gate towers were built.
