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1. Overall Description:

GERAN2 would like to thank CT4 for updating the progress of the LCLS work item and welcome the agreement reached in CT4. GERAN2 would like to endorse the following agreements:

· The inclusion of the GCR and LCLS-Configuration on A-interface messages shall indicate a request from the MSC server to the BSS may attempt to correlate the call legs.
· Intra-BSS Call Detection and Intra-Network Call Detection are optional in the terminating MSC server. 

· If the terminating MSC server supports Intra-BSS or Intra-Network Call Detection and determines that the call is not an intra-BSS or Intra-Network call, then it shall send the optional LCLS-Correlation-Not-Needed Information Element.
· Intra-BSS Call Detection is optional in the terminating BSS. The terminating BSS may
· perform call leg correlation regardless the optional LCLS-Correlation-Not-Needed Information Element is included in the message; or

· perform call leg correlation only when the optional LCLS-Correlation-Not-Needed Information Element is not included in the message; or
· perform Intra-BSS Call Detection and if yes, perform call leg correlation.

· In case of the call is locally switched, no user plane data will be sent by the BSS to CN unless explicitly requested via the LCLS-Configuration IE.

GERAN2 started the normative work of Stage 3 and draft the CR to TS 48.008, see attachment G2-100371. GERAN2 kindly ask CT4 to feedback on the draft CR.
During the discussion, some questions are raised and GERAN2 welcomes CT4’s feedback.

· The LCLS-Correlation-Not-Needed IE is missing in HANDOVER REQUEST message. When one call leg of a local call happens to handover to another BSS, if the sourcing BSS and terminating BSS are connected to the same MSC Server, the MSC Server knows the call leg correlation is not needed after handover. Therefore, the MSC Server may indicate to terminating BSS if MSC Server support call detection.
· GCR and LCLS-Configuration IE are not needed in INTERNAL HANDOVER COMMAND message. INTERNAL HANDOVER COMMAND message is sent via the SCCP connection associated with the call leg. Whether a call is local call or not does not change after an internal handover. Therefore, those IEs are not needed from BSS point of view.
