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1. Overall Description:
In order to support handover from GERAN to Home(e)NB [CSG/Hybrid] cells, terminals members of the CSG/hybrid cell report the routing parameters of the target Home(e)NB cell. The PLMN ID is one of these parameters.
GERAN WG2 has observed some inconsistency in specifications not under its control regarding the possibility of RAN sharing being applied to Home (e)NB cells in Release 9. It is not clear to GERAN WG2 whether RAN sharing can be implemented for Home (e)NB cells in Rel-9, and if so, which PLMN ID should be reported as part of the handover procedure.

The discussion in GERAN2 on which type of PLMN ID (namely primary, home or selected) shall be included in the measurement report sent to the source BSS resulted in two options:

1. The primary PLMN as broadcast in SIB1/MIB1 in the target Home(e)NB cell according to the validity of the CSG ID broadcast in the cell (and reported), see 3GPP TS 36.331. 

2. The terminal’s own Home PLMN ID if broadcast and different from the primary PLMN ID in the target CSG cell. 
The working assumption taken in GERAN2 is that the PLMN to be reported in measurement reporting for the purpose of handover is the primary PLMN ID (option 1), as per the definition of the CSG ID broadcast in the target cell. 

TSG GERAN 2 kindly requests feedback on the agreed working assumption above and whether
 
i) RAN sharing for Home(e)NB cells is supported in Rel-9, and,


ii) if so, which PLMN ID shall be reported for the target CSG/hybrid cell.

TSG GERAN 2 further kindly suggests that Stage 2 and Stage 3 specifications for the use of RAN sharing in Home (e)NB cells should be aligned.
2. Actions:

To TSG RAN2, TSG RAN3, TSG CT1: 
GERAN 2 kindly requests feedback on the questions raised above, specifically:


Q1. Whether RAN sharing for Home(e)NB cells is supported in Rel-9, and,


Q2. If so, which PLMN ID shall be reported for the target CSG/hybrid cell in GERAN source cell as part of a handover procedure.
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
