5 RLC/MAC open issues

5.1 Tdoc GAHW-010272 “RLC/MAC Overview” Ericsson

Mr. John Diachina presented the document. The document list the status of the different concept papers, which have impact on RLC/MAC. It also contains a list of what remains to be done for the basic CRs to 44.060. The chairman commented that the issue of mapping SRBs onto logical channels is currently not reflected in the paper and companies were invited to contribute on the topic to Aix en Provance.

Nokia volounteered to do the basic CR for section 9 and 10 of 44.060.

Siemens voulonteered to do the basic CR for section 4 of 44.060.

Ericsson voulonteered to do the basic CR for section 6 of 44.060. 

It was agreed that this will serve as a output paper of the meeting and the updated version is provided in Tdoc GAHW-010285

5.2 Tdoc GAHW-010281 “RLC/MAC Protocol Check List” Ericsson

Mr. John Diachina presented the document. The paper list different areas where work is needed regarding RLC/MAC. 

Mr. Guillaume Sebire commented that all different areas have been started but most are far from completed.

Mr. Jean-Michel Traynard commented that SRB4 should be possible to map onto other channels than SACCH for a PDTCH on DBPSCH.

A list with mapping of the work areas to the concept papers was agreed. It was also agreed to put the paper in annex of Tdoc GAHW-010285 and a note should be added to reflect that figure 1 is is not complete. 

6 Walkthrough and review of 44.060 CRs

For all the CRs as many FFS and editor notes as possible are removed and put in a separate open issue paper Tdoc GAHW-010286.

The responsible companies will compare all the agreed CRs with the latest version of 44.060 and an updated CR will be provided to the next GERAN WG2 meeting.

6.1 GAHW-010280 “Updates to 44.060 §§ 1 to 3” from Lucent

The paper is walked through section by section together with GAHW-010284. 

Mr. Jean-Michel Traynard commented that in Section 1.1 the physical link control function should be added to the list to clarify that we have not removed this functionality from the spec.

Mr. John Diachina commented that we should be careful with what we mean with GPRS in Iu when going through the different CRs.

Mr. Guillaume Sebire commented that the block period should be defined for both dedicated and shared BPSCH.

An updated version is provided in Tdoc GAHW-010287.

6.2 GAHW-010284 “Comments on the CR to section 1-3 of 44.060” Ericsson

The document was walked through in parallell with Tdoc GAHW-010280. Some of the changes were incorporated in Tdoc GAHW-010287.

6.3 GAHW-010274 “Basic CR for section 5 of 44.060” Ericsson

Mr. John Diachina presented the document. The paper was walked through section by section.

Mr. Guillaume Sebire commented that a TBF is applicable to any BPSCH (shared or dedicated) independent of what is carried on the TBF.

The sections 5.1-5.4a are updated to better reflect the Iu mode states.

Following issues were identified when going through document:

· It is not clear how to handle the case of going from MAC-DTM_state to MAC-Dedicated_state.

· It has to be clarified if it should be possible to go from MAC-DTM_state to MAC-Idle_state.

· It has to be clarified which layer handles the cell reselection in the different RRC and MAC states and in case of PBCCH or BCCH.

· How to handle the DRX parameters in Iu mode has to be clarified.

· Section 5.5.2.1 depends on concept for broadcast in Iu mode.

An updated version is provided in Tdoc GAHW-010288.

6.4 Tdoc GAHW-01 0277 “Basic CR to Section 7 of 44.060” from Siemens

The paper is walked through section by section together with GAHW-010283.

Mr. Guillaume Sebire questioned if the DTM procedures should be used when going from RR Dedicated mode to DTM mode. An alternative could be to handle that on RLC/MAC level.

Following issues were identified when going through document:

· The primitives and parameters for Iu mode has to be clarified.

· How to handle signalling and radio priority for Iu mode has to be clarified.

· Contention resolution for Iu mode has to be solved.

· The use of cell change order has to be clarified for Iu mode.

· What identity can be used in different scenarios has to be clarified. This is also related to the contention resolution problem.

An updated version is provided in Tdoc GAHW-010289.

6.5 Tdoc GAHW-010283 “Comments on the CR to section 7 of 44.060” from Ericsson

The document was walked through in parallell with Tdoc GAHW-010277. Some of the changes were incorporated in Tdoc GAHW-010289.

6.6 Tdoc GAHW-010275 “CR 44.060 Rel5 Chapter 8” from Nokia

The paper is walked through section by section together with GAHW-010282.

Mr. Sven Ekemark questioned the need of fixed allocation in Iu mode.

Following issues were identified when going through document:

· Contention resolution in Iu mode has to be added.

· It was not clear if it should be possible to change the RB mapping on a ongoing TBF.

· The relation between resource reallocation for uplink and Radio Bearer Reconfiguration has to be clarified. It is not clear if it is needed at all.

· Section 8.1.3.2 should probably be named something else than “Spare”.

· It is not clear what is meant with uplink and downlink packet transfer mode.

An updated version is provided in Tdoc GAHW-010290.

6.7 Tdoc GAHW-010282 “Comments on the CR to section 8 of 44.060” from Ericsson

The document was walked through in parallell with Tdoc GAHW-010277. Some of the changes were incorporated in Tdoc GAHW-010289.
