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Comments to Liaison Statement from ETSI ERM/EMC

The removed text modules deals with test on ancillary RF amplifiers as stand alone equipment (not connected to a BTS). The technical phenomena in the removed text are covered by GSM 11.21. As GSM 11.21 subclause 4.10.4 specifies “The requirements of the present document shall be met with the ancillary RF amplifier fitted” the tests can however only be performed with the ancillary RF amplifier connected to a appropriate BTS.

If it is attempted to extend GSM 11.21 to cover also ancillary RF-amplifiers as a stand-alone equipment the following should be considered.

“List of text modules removed from Draft EN 300 342-3 V1.2.1 (1999-12):

8.4 Antenna port, ancillary RF amplifiers”

and

“8.5
Enclosure, ancillary RF amplifiers”

The test methods and requirements are taken from ETS 300 609-4 (GSM 11.26). This does not comply with the definition of a repeater in GSM 05.05 Annex E (“A repeater receives amplifies and transmits simultaneously both the radiated RF carrier in the down link direction (from the base station to the mobile area) and in the up link direction (from the mobile to the base station).”)

It shall also be noted that the requirements in GSM 11.26 are relaxed relative to GSM 11.21 and requirements for RX only port is missing in GSM 11.26.

Neither does the test method asses the emissions from a BTS with an ancillary RF amplifier attached.

The test method can not assure that a BTS with an ancillary RF amplifier attached will fulfil the requirements in GSM 05.05.
