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RAN3 thanks TSG GERAN for the liaison statement R3#18(01)0260 (GP-010293) pointing out items requiring further consideration on the Handover for real time services for the PS domain. RAN3 has reviewed the LS in its closing plenary of the RAN3#18 meeting, and would like to provide the following information and answers to TSG GERAN:

TSG GERAN reported that GERAN will utilise Iur-g interface between BSCs containing only a control plane but no user plane, and that consequently, GERAN utilises only the "Combined hard HO and Relocation" scenarios.

RAN3 acknowledges this, and has taken it into account in the development for this WI.

Moreover, TSG GERAN pointed out that GERAN would benefit from utilising the Iur-g interface for transferring both the serving role, and a possible Header removal / Header compression context to the Target RNC/BSC. As pointed out by TSG GERAN, this is in contrary to the currently specified "Combined hard HO and relocation" scenarios, where Iur is not used for this purpose.

RAN3 confirms that the usage of Iur for this purpose is feasible for both solutions currently in TR 25.936. All technical requirements presented by TSG GERAN so far can therefore be supported.

The details of the Iur usage as described above have not yet been documented in the latest version of the TR 25.936.

R3 is planning to make the necessary additions to TR 25.936 in the RAN3#19 meeting (February 27 - March 2), where the TR is due to be completed. RAN3 will not be able to complete the TR in January as requested by TSG GERAN.

Furthermore, RAN3 would also like to point out the following:

· The details of the Header removal / Header compression context are in the scope of PDCP development in RAN2, and RAN3 has requested RAN2 to provide the relevant requirements. Currently these requirements are reported as an open item common to both solutions in TR.25.936.

· Further details about RAN3's plans on how to progress this WI can be found in LS to SA2 (R3-010318) that is also copied to TSG GERAN.
