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The above mentioned companies strongly support the PBCCH/PCCCH functionality and require its verified implementation in GPRS Mobile Stations (MSs) and infrastructure. 

In order to guarantee PBCCH/PCCCH operation on GPRS networks, the above mentioned companies  submit the following proposal to TSG GERAN in order to detail the agreement on this issue, facilitate and improve the IOT testing process proposed in [1,2]. It is our understanding that this can only be achieved by the implementation of these features in test equipment and at least two network manufacturers´ IOT laboratories.

1) It is acknowledged that the feature set proposed in [2] (including multiple PCCCHs) is of essential importance for PBCCH/PCCCH operation and shall be verified in all GPRS MSs by 1st December 2001.

2) All remaining PBCCH/PCCCH features, including NC2, shall be tested in all GPRS MSs by 30th June 2002. 

3) It is required that MSs that have successfully completed the recommended interoperability testing described in [2] shall maintain both circuit switched and packet switched service upon the introduction of any other PBCCH/PCCCH feature in the network.

4) It is our expectation that after the initial interoperability testing for a certain feature has been completed, other infrastructure implementations of this feature will operate correctly with MSs which have passed these tests.

The above mentioned companies are in accordance with the proposal in [2] and seek to expedite the verification of GPRS terminals.
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
