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1. Introduction

During the GERAN WG4 session of GERAN#7, held in Cancun 26-30 November 2001, the issue on how to handle Core Specification requirements from different relases were raised. Ericsson had identified a difference to one requirement and brought in a CR for the affected test case. A joint meeting, between GERAN WG4 and GERAN WG5 were held to discuss this issue. No final agreement could be made at that time. The GERAN WG4 and GERAN WG5 were requested to discuss this at their company and provide proposals and some sort of analysis for GERAN#8. In this document, Nokia highlights the R97 and R99 requirements that have been identified so far, which causes different Conformance Requirements, Expected Sequences, etc in one or more test cases. Further more Nokia will also provide a proposed solution to this issue.

2. R97 and R99 Requirements identified so far that causes different GPRS Conformance Requirements in TS51.010

So far the following differences between R97 and R99 has been identified that directly affects the Conformance Requirement, Expected Sequence or other sections within one or more test cases:

· The MS behavior in case of T3182 expiry. Ericsson raised the issue during the GERAN WG4 session of GERAN#7 (see GP-012782 presented at GERAN#7). Affected test case(s): 42.2.4.4;

· The requirement of the amount of Packet Access Attempts allowed (see G2-020117 and G2-020118 presented at GERAN WG2#7bis). Affected test case(s): 41.2.3.8, 42.1.2.1.8.1.5, 42.1.2.1.9.2.1, 42.1.2.1.9.2.2 and 42.1.2.1.10.1; and

· In R99, timer T3198 has been removed and replaced with a block counter (see GP-012693 and GP-012694 presented at GERAN#7). Affected test case(s): 43.1.1.5.

These differencies have been identified already earlier, either at previous meetings or at the e-mail reflectors.

This list may be expanded further, as companies have done more investigations on the R97 and R99 Core Specifications. Further more, GPRS test cases only applicable to R99 and onwards may be needed/identified as well.

3. Proposed Solution

GERAN WG4 and GERAN WG5 need to agree on a solution now how to handle different requirements in Core Specification releases, otherwise the already identified issues might get “lost”. Nokia would like to propose the following solution:

In section 9 of TS51.010-1, the general basic formats for tests are specifed. Nokia has used this basic format for the proposal:

· CR to add 2 new PICS/PIXIT statements in TS51.010-2 with reference to 24.008 clause 10.5.5.12a. The 2 new PICS/PIXIT statements are:

Indication of Revision Level in MS Radio Access Capability -> Optional statement

Value of the Revision Level in MS Radio Access Capability -> Conditional statement

Nokia kindly asks the delegates of GERAN WG and GERAN WG5 to consider this proposal as a solution to the handling of R99 GPRS Conformance Requirements in TS51.010 issue.
