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Reason for change:

The current definition of the Packet Uplink Dummy control block specify that this message is used by a mobile when it has no other block to transmit. This definition is not clear.

In order to respect reaction times constraints specified in 3GPP TS 05.10 §6.11; some implementations may flush the lower layer send buffers and rebuilt these blocks. This may happen when a change occurred in coding scheme value or when the TLLI contention resolution is successfully completed. During this rebuilt action, no data block is available for transmission and the mobile shall send Packet Uplink Dummy control block.




Summary of change:
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The reason for sending uplink dummy control block (“no other block to transmit”) is replaced by “no block ready to be transmitted”.
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not approved:
Some conformance specification test may not accept dummy control block and may fail a mobile with this implementation.
