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Tolerance for the timers implemented in higher layer test cases (Section 44, 45 and 46) are specified with the standard tolerance of +/- 10%. But to send and/or receive higher layer messages and uplink or downlink TBF have to be established, which needs additional time depending on implementation. Tolerance of the timer valuues specified in higher layer test cases need to be extended to cover the delay in establishment of the uplink and/or downlink TBF. As an example, in SM test case 45.4.3.1 T3390 Expiry, timer tolerance is specified in the test sequence as T3390 ±10% seconds. No allowance is specified for the delay in establishing uplink TBF for the mobile to send DEACTIVATE PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message.

The timers specified in the test  cases in section 44, 45 and 46 shall take into account the delay in the establishment of uplink and/or downlink TBF required as per the test sequence. Timer tolerance = Timer Value +/- 10%  + Delay to establish TBF.
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
