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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank GERAN2 for their response regarding the INTER_RAT HANDOVER INFO message size reduction.

RAN2 would like to remind GERAN2 that the purpose of this feature is to reduce the call setup time in the GSM cell and the SDCCH congestion (e.g. at LA update, SMS transmission/reception), for all dual mode UEs. This is because a dual mode UE without this feature would see its call setup delay extended by (0.5-0.75secs) compared to a single mode GSM terminal.


RAN2 would like to clarify that GERAN indicators would not need to be duplicated on a per neighbouring cell basis. Instead only one indicator set (one set of a maximum of 4 bits) would be needed in total in the chosen broadcast channel(one for the BCCH, one for the PBCCH), as all of the UTRAN cells in the network would have to support the new messsage format before the new indicators would be signalled in GERAN. 

RAN2 has considered the use of the Location Update procedure (GERAN2 initial proposal) to provide the required indications, and have noted the following considerations:

1) All 2G-SGSNs and 2G-MSCs would have to be upgraded once the UTRAN supports reception of the new INTER-RAT HANDOVER INFO message.

2) Is it always the case that the UE would receive the LOCATION UPDATE ACCEPT message from the CN before it wishes to send the UTRAN CLASSMARK CHANGE message to the BSC? - If not, then the UE would not know which INTER-RAT HO INFO message format the UTRAN supports at the time in needs to send it in the UTRAN CLASSMARK CHANGE message.

2. Actions:
RAN2 asks GERAN2 to take they consider the clarifications/considerations raised above when concluding on the signalling solution.
