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Outline

At GERAN #22 it is expected that DARP will be standardised.  It is acknowledged that a small sub-set of test limits may remain undefined.

It is intended that these tests will be further analysed.

New test requirements

The new test limits and associated scenarios in 45.005 will be analysed to determine suitability of for the introduction of new test cases in 51.010.

It is intended that any requirements which are not directly DARP related, but which are currently untested and are considered important with respect to DARP will be identified (e.g. basic co-channel interference tests using 8-PSK interferer).

Proposals

1. The existing receiver test cases will be analysed further.

2. New test cases will be created which will be applicable only to DARP MS.

3. Existing test cases that overlap with new DARP specific tests will be changed to indicate that those parts of the test where the overlap occurs shall not be applicable to DARP MS.

4. Existing tests cases where it is believed that the current test specification may cause problems for DARP MS will be identified.

5. New test cases that are not specific to DARP but are required as a consequence of identified deficiencies will be created.
