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1. Overall Description:

Recently it has come to T3's attention that there may be inconsistencies between the UICC and the GSM SIM specifications that may lead to no service, see the attached document T3-050008.

To overcome this deadlock situation T3 has investigated possible solutions and have identified a possible way forward, as described in the attached document T3-050056. The proposal suggest to make the ATR error handling more flexible so that the terminal is able to continue activating a card that, from a UICC point of view is incorrect but from a GSM SIM point of view is allowed (to fulfil the basic 3GPP requirement to support SIM cards in 3G terminals up to and including Rel-4).

T3 would like to point out that if SCP decide to incorporate the changes outlined in T3-050056 this will affect the GSM SIM test cases in TS 51.010-1.

T3 considers this matter urgent and look forward to a fruitful cooperation with SCP.

It should be noted by SCP that other committees outside of 3GPP may be affected if the CR is accepted.
