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1. Overall Description:

GERAN2 would like to thank SA2 for their Liaison Statement on Exchange of radio capabilities in CSI.

GERAN2 has reviewed the TS attached to the received Liaison Statement and can provide the following information to the questions posed by SA2 in their Liaison Statement.

“Question 1: what type of information, that is known by a UE, (and the feasibility of providing such information) would need to be exchanged for each radio access (GERAN and UTRAN) in order for one terminal to inform the other terminal about the radio environment that it is currently under (e.g., support for DTM in the cell)?”

Answer to Question 1: GERAN2 can confirm that the mobile knows whether the R’99 DTM feature is supported in the current cell. The DTM feature is assumed to be homogeneously supported on cells hosted from a single BSS, which is typically a Routeing Area, as such the probability that a mobile moves out of an area of DTM support during a call is assumed to be small.

GERAN2 can also confirm that in the current specifications there is no indication of service support within a cell, and therefore a Video Telephony capable mobile station in GERAN coverage will not know for certain whether the GERAN network supports the Video Telephony Service. 

“Question 2: Whether the exchange of such information during the establishment of the first service in the CSI call/session is sufficient to increase the success rate of CSI call/session establishment?”
Answer to Question 2: GERAN2 found it difficult to conclude on an answer to this question as it was felt to be more under the expertise of SA2.
