Justification

The existing GERAN specifications support the A interface and Um interface signaling mechanisms required to establish CS Video calls for an MS operating in A/Gb mode. The working assumption for Generic Access (as specified in 3GPP TS 43.318 and 44.318) has so far been that requirements on GERAN also apply for Generic Access. However, the current Generic Access specifications lack:

· A mechanism by which an MS can indicate it supports CS Video calls in GAN mode.

· Up interface signaling mechanisms required to establish a CS Video call in GAN mode.

· A mechanism by which a source GANC can determine whether or not a target RNC/BSS/GANC supports handover of a CS Video call.

Objective

The objective of this work item is to specify support for CS Video calls for an MS operating in GAN mode. Key issues that need to be addressed are as follows:

· An MS/UE must have some means by which it can indicate it supports CS Video in GAN mode. For example if an MS indicates that it supports GAN and ECSD as distinct features they could together implicitly indicate that CS Video calls are supported in GAN mode.

· Since a GANC supports the A interface it implicitly supports the ASSIGNMENT REQUEST message which can be used to request the GANC to establish an air interface bearer appropriate for supporting CS Video calls. The GA-CSR control plane message set needs to be expanded to ensure that such a bearer can be established.
· Define a method by which a source GANC can determine whether or not a target RNC/BSS/GANC supports handover of a CS Video call.
