Opening of the Meeting

Francois Courau, chairman of TC MSG, opened the meeting at 9:20 on Tuesday 13th. He gave the floor to Peter Mann, who welcomed the participants to Mainz on behalf of BNetzA and explained the meeting arrangements.
2
Approval of the agenda & reminder of IPR declaration

Francois Courau explained that Gabrielle Owen, TC ERM chairperson, was not be able to attend the meeting. Francois briefly went through the agenda and the allocation of documents. The agenda in document M-06-024 was approved.

The chairman reminded the delegates of the obligation of ETSI members to declare any IPR they might be aware of and related to the work of the committee, and kindly asked to take the necessary actions.

The attention of the members of this Technical Body is drawn to the fact that ETSI Members have the obligation under clause 4.1 of the ETSI IPR Policy, Annex 6 of the Rules of Procedure, to inform ETSI of Essential IPRs they become aware of. This section covers the obligation to notify its own IPRs but also other companies’ IPRs.
The members take note that they are hereby invited: 

· to investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become Essential in respect of the work of the Technical Body, 

· to notify to the Chairman or to the ETSI Director-General all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Information Statement and the Licensing Declaration forms that they can obtain from the ETSI Technical Officer or
http://www.etsi.org/legal/IPR_database/IPRforms-V4.doc."

Members are encouraged to make general IPR undertakings/declarations that they will make licenses available for all their IPRs under FRAND terms and conditions related to a specific standardization area and then, as soon as feasible, provide (or refine) detailed disclosures.

Appointment of the convenor

No candidate for convenor had appeared before the meeting. The chairman invited participants to think about this during the day, in order to have a convenor before the closure.
Tore Worren, Telenor, informed that Telenor would like to present the candidature of Mr Stein Gudbjorgsrud (Teleplan) as convenor for the first meeting of the group. This was agreed. A formal election of a chairman will take place in that meeting.

Review of work already done (i.e. CEPT compatibility report plus draft ECC Decision)

Liaison statement from SE7 concerning leaky feeder installation (ERC WG SE PT SE7)
Christian Berjlund presented this LS

Simon Pike argued that the HS is not the appropriate document to put this requirement. The HS should cover requirements under the R&TTE article 3.2 in order to put products in the market; and the characterization of the leaky feeder falls under the what can be consider the installation of the system, but definitely not into the specification of the minimum requirements for the R&TTE. Simon agreed that the issue has to be addressed somewhere, but the HS is not the right place.
It was generally agreed that this has to be studied and covered. Not at this meeting however, and probably in the form of a Technical Specification.

Documents from CEPT WG SE PT SE7 (SE7 chairman)
Jean Philipe Millet presented this file containing the draft ECC Report on compatibility between GSM equipment on board aircraft and terrestrial networks, and the draft ECC Decision on the harmonised use of airborne GSM systems in the frequency bands.
Jean Philipe clarified that the results from SE7 Report will be used in the drafting of the HS
The end of the review period of the Recommendation is first of August; organizations can input their comments to the ERO webpage.

Review of the scope of the work to be done (i.e. text of ETSI work item, output from OCG, etc.)

Scope of work for the onboard GSM service (OnAir)
Steve Dutnall presented this document

On the issue of the installation, Steve further noted that there are many types of aircraft and many types of leaky cables. All this will have to be considered for the future analysis.
There was some debate on having the terminals onboard transmit at the lowest level. This may require including a signalling test to ensure that the onboard BS actually forces terminals to that level.

Essential requirements for the GSM Onboard Equipment (Vodafone)
Simon Pike presented this document

Simon noted that the ETSI guide EG 201 399 for the production of candidate HS should be used as a basis and as a template.
Steve thanked Vodafone for this preliminary list, in particular for the priorities, which will be a good starting point.

Christian Berjlund agreed that this is a good starting point, however, he warned that the eirp outside the plane is the major point related to interference to ground systems. Hence, this should be somehow reflected in the normative HS.

Work Item Description for the TS for GSM on board (Vodafone)

Simon Pike presented this WID

Steve Dutnall clarified that the installation referred in the scope means finding a way to verify that a given installation complies with the eirp requirements outside the aircraft found by SE7.
I was suggested to add interference to avionics to the scope, but it was noted that there are already EUROCAE specifications that cover this.

The WID was revised into M-06-037 which was approved.
6
Defining the collaboration between ETSI joint ERM/MSG and 3GPP (including working procedures)

M-06-026
Working procedures for the GSM on board system development (OnAir)
Eric Wawrzynkowski presented this document.
It was observed that TG25 has declared that it is not involved in this work anymore. Since the equipment falls into the R&TTE directive, it is now out of the scope of that group.
Regarding MSG schedule, the chairman suggested to use electronic working procedures.
It was agreed to reuse the GSM_ONBOARD_PLANES reflector for the matters related to the Harmonized Standard.

It was suggested and agreed to liaise with EUROCAE. It was observed that this group has already an specification for spurious emission requirements for any equipment to be used on board. The specification number is ED14. It was commented that EUROCAE specifications are available for a hefty fee, and that may be ETSI could get the specifications for use by the joint group in its work. It needs to be investigated if this is possible.
The collaboration with GERAN1 and RAN4 will be via liaison statements. The chairman reminded that the proposal was to have collocated meetings, one of the benefits of this is to have other regions, present in 3GPP, also involved in the debate. This will be interesting as this kind of equipment will be flying and may be used on other regions. However, it was argued the work for the HS is very much Europe based and follows the requirements of the Directive. There is little interest on having other regions involved in the discussion of European regulatory issues. The point of having this discussed in 3GPP is to have the outcome of this group as agreeable as possible in other regions.

In summary, if there is a need for a physical meeting it should be collocated with 3GPP groups. Regarding the liaison activity, Steven asked that these are properly considered in the groups, not only presented and noted.
There was some debate on the target time for completion of the HS. The chairman explained that the Public Enquiry phase lasts 4 months. Adding to this, there is the approval phases in ERM and MSG, the comments review, and the vote phase. The estimation would be for a duration of 1 year.

Simon Pike noted that the aeronautical part for this HS is going to complicate the work, since it doesn't seem to be experts in the area involved. Han van Bussel point to other potential complications: the reference point that, according to SE7 paper, is moved to include cabling; and the NCU, which is a brand new type of equipment.

Simon Pike recommended that the procedure of One Step Approval is not followed, and a normal Public Enquiry is chosen even if it will take longer. This is a new document, and there are possibilities that some organizations, aeronautical for example, do not follow the development and find reasons for rejection when the document goes for direct approval.

Regarding the HS document, Simon Pike proposed an approach based on two deliverables: the HS will be only contain references to the relevant parts of the existing BS testing Technical Specification, much like the current HS does. A new TS will be created with the requirements and tests that are new for this onboard type of equipment and therefore are not in the existing BS TS. The HS will also make reference to this new TS. Finally, the new TS will also contain the installation recommendations.

Working procedures for the GSM on board development (OnAir)
This document is a revision of M-06-026.

Han van Bussel asked that the handling of the NCU is more clarified in this document. It was clarified that a separate, standalone TS for the NCU will not be created. The TS will contain the R&TTE related requirements for the combined BS-NCU system.

It was agreed that the name of the group will be Joint Task for GSM on board aircraft.
This document was revised in M-06-036 which was approved

M-06-033
Draft LS on GSM on board aircraft (to GERAN1, RAN4) (Joint ERM MSG on GSM on board)

It is also suggested to ask GERAN/RAN4 to put MSG/ERM joint in copy of any response. This was incorporated into the document that was made available and and it was then approved.
