Introduction
Since the feasibility of the work item GP-042677 “Toward A-GNSS concept”, the situation for GNSS positioning methods and possible features has changed. During the work implementing A-Galileo in GERAN new possible functions related to the combination of A-GPS, A-Galileo, and other A-GNSS have been found. Therefore GERAN has the possibility to look into GNSS positioning methods including GPS, and Galileo but also other satellites systems already available or soon available such as GLONASS, GPS evolution, SBAS and other GNSS features.

Proposal
In order to adapt to the new situation the following actions are proposed:
· A new GERAN feasibility study item "LCS Evolution" is started, with an associated Technical Report
· The work item GP-042677 “Toward A-GNSS concept” is put on hold.

· Send Liaison Statements to SA1, SA2 and RAN2 that explain the new GNSS situation in GERAN.

GERAN Feasibility Study Item "LCS Evolution"
The purpose of the feasibility study item is to evaluate possible positioning methods and features to be implemented within the A-GNSS concept. Examples of positioning methods in addition to A-Galileo are GPS Evolution, GLONASS and SBAS. Examples of features are inclusion of carrier phase measurements and Long Time Orbits (LTO). 

The new positioning methods and features shall at least be evaluated regarding performance enhancement, load on the radio interface and complexity to implement in GERAN. Use cases and applications shall be listed.
The proposed completion date of the LCS Evolution feasibility study is December 2007. 
The output of this study item will be a Technical Report.
As a consequence of starting the study item (the study item is approved in GERAN) NOKIA/Global Locate and QUALCOMM Europe/Ericsson will withdraw their CRs regarding A-GNSS submitted at GERAN #30 (GP-061217, GP-061293, GP-061294, GP-061295, GP-061296, GP‑061297 and GP-061298).
