2. Performance Status
Updated values were provided from Motorola and Philips/NXP. The Motorola results were minor updates on HT100 performance, and the Philips/NXP results consisted of general updates to rBER results as well as new FER/rBER values for TCH/FS. Furthermore, Ericsson provided an update to one value by email prior to the meeting - PDTCH/DTS-1/MCS-9 at 30% BLER was changed from 14.5 to 12 dB. 
While updating their performance values in the spread sheet, Motorola had noticed that earlier Motorola results on MCS-4 and CS-4 were reported at the 30%BLER level in some cases and not the 10%BLER.  That also seemed to be the case for a few results reported by Ericsson. However, none of these had significant impact to the proposed specification value, and thus no problems were foreseen. The rapporteur agreed to forward the comment to Ericsson, as they were not present at the phone conference and thus allow them to check their reported values.   

For MCS-7, the spread sheet contains value for both the 10% and the 30% BLER, and Nokia suggested only specifying the 10% BLER for this coding scheme. This was agreed. 
The proposed specification values were agreed. The rapporteur is to update the CR with the values. The sourcing companies are the companies that have provided values. 

3. Change requests for 24.008 and 45.005
Philips commented that the explanation of the antenna gain imbalance parameter (G) was somewhat unclear in Annex N, and that it should be clarified that the parameter was actually used as attenuation in the models. The rapporteur agreed and will make the necessary changes. Philips also highlighted that the description of the use of training sequence codes in section N.1 was incorrect as random data is always used and no TSC is included in any of the interferers. The rapporteur agreed to correct that. A new draft CR is to be sent on the WG1 reflector. 
Nortel commented that it might be necessary to include the existing tables in the CR, as this has been commented in TSG GERAN for earlier CRs. The rapporteur will clarify this and make the changes if needed. 
The CR for 24.008 was briefly discussed. Since the CR is relatively simple there were no comments to the actual contents. However, Nortel highlighted that it would be necessary to provide implementation guidelines as was done for DARP phase I, in order to clarify that the feature is release independent. This issue was discussed since some companies felt that such a clarification was not seen necessary. For instance, it was not made for enhanced SACCH/FACCH. Nortel stated that there is a risk that the feature will not be tested if such guidelines are not provided. There was no agreement on the way forward at the conference call, but it was agreed that the issue should be discussed in WG1&2 at TSG GERAN#32.
