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1. Overall Description:

TSG GERAN WG3 would like to thank PTCRB for the LS on NITZ RFT.

TSG GERAN WG3 has done further analysis of the core requirements and test coverage for NITZ on the points presented by PTCRB and has found the following:
• NITZ information in MM only  => 'Time' and 'Time + DST' are tested in the "MM only" test 26.7.6.1.1 and 'Network ID (Short & Long) + Local Time zone + DST' is done in the “GMM+MM” test (MM message) 44.2.9.1.3


• NITZ information in GMM only => 'Time', 'Local TZ + DST', 'Local TZ only' and 'Network ID only' are tested in “GMM only” tests 44.2.9.1.1 and 44.2.9.1.2, then 'Network ID' and 'Network ID + Time' are done in “GMM+MM” test (GMM message) 44.2.9.1.3

• NITZ information in both MM and GMM => as mentioned above done in 44.2.9.1.3 with Time, LTZ, DST and Network ID


• Support of name: Long or short is used by device and from MM or GMM => check is done on "Long and/or short name"


• Confirm that the name received is stored in the device and used later => done with 44.2.9.1.2, which tests specifically this point!


• Correct display and translation of the received time and time zone => this point is application dependant and is handled with the note at the end of the TCs. GERAN WG3 removed the "Display of the calculated time" as a PICS during GERAN#26
Based on the above, GERAN WG3 has concluded that there is adequate test coverage for NITZ in TS 51.010.

Nevertheless, according to TS 22.042 §4: “The feature Network Identities and Timezone shall make it possible for a serving PLMN to transfer its current identity, universal time, DST and LTZ to MSs, and for the MS to store and use this information. Each one of these elements is optional”
GERAN WG3 has concluded that as all the NITZ fields are then optional and the existing tests (26.7.6.1.1, 44.2.9.1.1, 44.2.9.1.2, 44.2.9.1.3) will be modified accordingly.
GERAN WG3 would like to remind PTCRB that NITZ is an optional feature and believe that the coverage in 51.010 is really sufficient as it is. The applicability of the tests will be modified to work with the optional NITZ fields and GERAN WG3 does no not see any further work needed the on this feature if no explicit clarification is given on the problem faced with existing NITZ tests.
