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Discussion Paper (UTRAN-GAN / TTCN)
1. Outline
It is questioned whether to spend huge efforts into the development of an TTCN implementation for UTRAN-GAN test cases for the following reasons:
· Currently only 1 UTRAN-GAN handover test case is available in 51.010.

· min. 5 MM set-up efforts would be required just to be able to start writing UTRAN-GAN TCs in TTCN (test model development + GAN ASP definition + preparation for ATS delivery + adaptation of TTCN tool chain). The efforts for this initial overhead would only be worth for test suites with an reasonable amount of test cases ( > 20 ).
· The set-up efforts (min. 5MM) would increase the time to market compared to a prose (51.010-1) test implementation
· Only a budget of 3MM is currently available at MCC TF160 for that task. At least 2MM voluntary contributions would be required in addition.
· Resources of MCC TF160 are urgently required for other projects. See report "3GPP RAN5 TTCN Workshop Sophia Antipolis, France 27 June 07" (R5w070012.zip).

2. Proposal
· It is proposed that GERAN-WG3 returns the allocated resources of 3MM from MCC TF160 to 3GPP.
· The normative UTRAN-GAN test case implementation is done based on the prose (51.010-1).
