4 Discussions

1. The proposed agenda was approved.

2.1 Regulatory aspects

Alcatel-Lucent explained the procedure that is required concerning the regulation within Europe (CEPT). Furthermore, a discussion took place on whether the CRs could be approved in 3GPP before the compatibility studies with systems in adjacent bands is completed. Vodafone asked for quick approval of the CRs in 3GPP GERAN (GERAN# 37 meeting) so that the regulatory issues are treated until end of ‘08. NSN stated that at least the matters related to GSM-R should be included in the studies before the approval of the CRs in 3GPP.

2.2 Definition of the output power class

Alcatel-Lucent presented a document with a proposal for the definition of the power class. It was suggested to insert the following sentence in the standard: “For multi carrier operation, the manufacturer shall declare the maximum output power per carrier depending on the number of carriers and the modulation”. A concern from Ericsson was that the proposed definition leads to high complexity in the definition of the power class (matrix of carrier number and modulations). Possibilities for simplification were discussed, e.g. assuming that all carriers should be operated with the same modulation. CMCC proposed to specify the total power instead of the per carrier power.

2.3 Possible impact on the spectrum due to modulation and wideband noise

Alcatel-Lucent presented a document with a proposal to modify the measurement bandwidths in the requirement for the intermodulation attenuation. The companies attending the teleconference agreed that the bandwidths for the measurement of the intermodulation attenuation should decrease from 300 kHz (offset > 6 MHz) to 100 kHz (offset > 1.8 MHz) and finally to 30 kHz (offset > 1.2 MHz).

2.4 Possible impact on the specification of the switching transients

Alcatel-Lucent stated that in the light of the historic evolution of the specifications for the switching transients and the spurious emissions, there might not be a necessity to change the switching transients specification in case that the spurious emissions will be measured with average detector. It was asked to describe these arguments in written form. Companies having concerns with the switching transients were also invited to provide them in written form.

2.5 Measurement method of the spurious emissions

Alcatel-Lucent proposed to disable the frequency hopping in case that the spurious emissions have to be measured outside the transmit band. This will avoid inadmissible “smoothing” of intermodulation products when using the average detector.

2.6 Blocking specification

There were two documents presented, one by Alcatel-Lucent and one by ZTE. The proposed definition of a second higher blocking level was discussed. Ericsson proposed to take into account a higher value than –22 dBm for the second blocking level.

After that point, ZTE presented a document showing further simulations for the relaxation of the intermodulation attenuation.

3. Clarification how to go on with the documents needed for the GERAN meeting

It was agreed that the involved companies will continue to integrate the Annex for TS 45.050. The Change Requests will be updated according to the discussions.
