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1.  Description

TSG GERAN WG1 would like to thank RAN4 for providing the information about the progress in TSG RAN4 regarding the WI MSR BS. The achieved progress seems to be good and nearly all radio requirements seem to be included in the TR 37.900 v0.6.0 provided as an attachment to the LS. TSG GERAN WG1 has spent substantial time to review the issues listed in the action list in the LS where endorsement or proposals are requested as a response.

TSG GERAN WG1 has reviewed the items in the list including those items for which response was requested in previous LS to GERAN meeting #42, but no decision could be taken during that meeting due to lack of sufficient time.

Regarding the remaining questions in the previous LS to GERAN, GERAN has agreed on the following approach:
1. On defining a minimum of reference sensitivity performance levels and reference measurement channels: GERAN is developing an annex to TS 45.005 defining a minimum set of requirements. The draft after GERAN#43 is attached for information.
2. On the spurious emission requirement for uplink protection: The proposed text in 6.6.2.2.4 provided in the latest version of the TR is endorsed by GERAN.

3. On how to how to facilitate references to TS 45.005: GERAN is currently considering restructuring TS 45.005 for Rel-9 to facilitate references to specific requirements and make it easier to identify single RAT requirements applicable to TS 37.104 for MSR BS. A draft after GERAN#43 is attached for information.
Regarding the new additional issue from RAN4#52 on TS 51.021, GERAN need more information on what TS 51.021 terminology that could cause confusion or conflicts. TS 51.021 has another structure that would make referencing easier, but if further work is required, GERAN may consider this when the restructuring of TS 45.005 is sufficiently stable. 
TSG GERAN WG1 will arrange an Adhoc meeting in October to further progress the remaining issues.
