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Introduction
At GERAN #44 (see [1]) there was couple of questions raised against eCall feature. The questions were:

1. What is eCall only MS?

2. How USIM affects eCall functionality.

This document aims to provide answers to these two questions.

Determination of eCall capability
The definition of eCall only mobile station is as follows [3]:
“A UE configured only to transfer data during emergency calls (e.g. eCall only UE) shall not generate signaling to the network besides what is needed to place an emergency call.”
In order for the mobile station to determine which services are supported it is necessary to have a USIM present. The USIM determines if mobile is to support only normal services only, eCall together with normal services or eCall only. Service description is defined in reference [4] and determination of which of these three combinations are applicable is as follows:
Normal services only (No eCall):

· ‘Service number 89’ not available.

eCall only subscription:

· ‘Service number 89’ and ‘Service number 2’ are available.

· The elementary field EFFDN has only two entries; first contains eCall test number and second contains eCall reconfiguration number.
eCall together with normal services:

· ‘Service number 89’ and ‘Service number 4’ are available.

· The last two entries in the elementary field EFSDN contain eCall test number and eCall reconfiguration number.
Definition of eCall only Mobile Station

Stage 3 specification (see [2]) has a specific MM state called eCall Inactive which is only entered by an eCall only mobile station and in this state the following are applicable:

· MS has Valid subscriber data

· MS Update state is U4

· Cell selected for normal service

· Only emergency services and test/reconfiguration call can be initiated by the mobile station

Conclusion 

This document clarifies how the mobile station determines if it shall support eCall service only or eCall service together with normal service. This document also clarifies definition of eCall only mobile station.
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
