JEJU ISLAND LOCAL GUIDE & USEFUL INFORMATION

Introduction

Off the south-western tip of the Korean Peninsula, Jeju is the largest island in the Republic of Korea. The island is 281 miles from the capital Seoul and 187 miles from the second city of Pusan. Jeju is a volcanic island with a mountainous terrain, a dramatic rugged coastline and spectacular watershed courses. Scattered around Mount Halla, which rises to 6,398 feet above sea level, are some 360 parasitic volcanic cones. Beneath the surface are countless lava tubes.

Jeju’s varied topography and wide variety of flora and fauna create an island of incredible natural beauty. The island also has a unique culture steeped in folklore and legend, with over 400 beauty spots, including caves, waterfalls, craters, lava tubes, peaks, cliffs and beaches.

Location

Jeju Island is located about 60 miles (100km) off the southern tip of the Korean Peninsula which is about 280 miles(451km) from Seoul -the capital city of South Korea.

Climate

Jeju Island has a subtropical maritime climate. It has four distinct seasons and an average yearly temperature of 16℃(60°F). In summer, June through August, the temperature ranges between 22℃ and 26℃(72°-80°F), while in winter, December through February, the temperature drops between 5℃ and 7℃ (40°- 45°F), during the spring, it remains the most comfortable temperature of 16℃.

Transportation

By far the easiest way to visit Jeju Island is by air. Regular service by Korean Air (T.82-2-1588-2001) and Asiana Airlines (T.82-2-1588-8000) connect Jeju Island with the mainland airports, and international flights connect Jeju with Seoul Korea, and with Tokyo, Osaka, Fukuoka, and Nagoya of Japan, Taipei and Beijing.


If your entry into Korea is by a flight to Incheon International Airport, it is advisable that you take the next flight to Jeju Island at Gimpo International Airport, since direct flights to Jeju Island from Incheon are rare (1~2 flights/day). To transit to Gimpo International Airport, you may take a taxi, a limousine bus, or a train at Incheon International Airport. It will take about 40 minutes but can take longer, depending on traffic conditions.

Airport Limousine Bus (No. 600) operates every 15 minutes between the Jeju International Airport and Jungmun Resort Complex (where the Silla Jeju is located), which takes approx. 50 minutes from the Airport to the Shilla Jeju. The bus stop is at GATE 1 and the cost is around KRW 3,900. Taxies are also available and the cost is around KRW 30,000.
